Day 1 - June 5, 2022 - Sunday - D

Today, we will start at Mount Vernon to tour George Washington’s beautiful 
home.  We then head into D.C. and visit the Smithsonian Museums and have 
some lunch.   Later, we go to Hard Rock Cafe for dinner before visiting 
some of the beautiful memorials in D.C..  After a long day we will head 
back to our hotel for some swim time before lights out.  
Day 4 - June 8, 2022 - Wednesday - CB, L, & D
We start the day with a tram ride through Arlington Cemetery to witness 
the Changing of the Guard Ceremony of the Tomb of the Unknown 
Soldier.
